MILESTONE OF THE UNIVERSITY

University of Allahabad has always occupied an esteemed place among thersities of India for over a century now.
Established on 7% September 1887, it is the fourth oldest universifyindia after Calcutta, Bombay and Madras
University. The credit for conceiving a large Cahtollege at Allahabad, eventually to develop iatdniversity, is due
to Sir William Muir, the then Lt. Governor of UndeProvinces. As a result of his initiative the fdation stone of the
Muir Central College (named after him) was laid December 9, 1873 by His Excellency Lord Northbro@n
September 23, 1887 Act XVIII was passed which distadd the Allahabad University. Allahabad Universivas a
centrally-funded Affiliating University exercisingirisdiction over higher and secondary educatioraiwide area in
northern and central India, comprising the presky- States of Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Madhyadd2h,
Chhattisgarh and Rajasthan and the Vidarbha regfidiaharashtra. In 1905 it initiated teaching aedearch under its
own aegis, by establishing the Departmentd aiv (1905), Economics(1908) History (1912), research fellowships,
libraries and laboratories.

University (1916), the Aligarh Muslim University 420) and the Lucknow and Nagpur Universities (1886 1923).

The University was later reorganized as a provihefanded unitary teaching University, comprisiitg own teaching
Departments and the Departments of the Muir Cer@@lege (which was merged with the University).eTather
Affiliated Colleges were initially grouped underetlexternal Wing of the University and then handedrdin 1927) to
the newly-incorporated, University of Agra in 192hd the responsibility for secondary education wassferred (in
1922) to the U. P Board of High School and InteriadEducation. In the ensuing three decades, uhdestewardship
of celebrated Vice-Chancellors (Sir Ganganatha Bhdgbal Narain Gurtu, Prof. Amaranatha Jha amd. Fara Chand)
and the academic leadership of illustrious facultyy University took determined steps to enlargeiritellectual and
educational ambit and gave a lead in national eipation. Several teachers and students playedraipent role in the
national struggle, particularly from 1930, and tversity solemnly recalls with pride the martyndof its student Lal
Padmadhar Singh during the Quit India Movement.

With the advent of Independence, the Universityegasority to the rising expectations of the pediglewider access to
higher education and keeping pace with the worltligher education, took up concerns crucial toomati and social
reconstruction. The Seventieth Anniversary Celétmnat(1957) were marked by the affirmation to cahagellectual

resources for exploring new academic, educationdl social horizons while conserving its classicatitage. The
Centenary Celebrations (1987) provided the oppdstun reaffirm the goal of academic modernizatipredicated on
social responsibility

The University did, however, face difficulties inobilising resources for the pursuit and fulfilmegftits intents and
objectives. This paved the way for a concerted @agmp which began with the Seventieth Anniversamg avas re-
invigorated from the Centenary Celebrations, fa th-incorporation of the University as a Centralivdrsity. These
efforts, which were immeasurably, strengthenedheysupport of the Alumni in different fields of iatal life, bore fruit
in 2005, with the adoption by Parliament of "Theiugnsity of Allahabad Act, 2005", and its enforcathen July 14,
2005.

This restoration of the original 'Central Statuas linaugurated a new Chapter in the evolution efUhiversity, and
occasioned a fresh resolve to realize its eartsue as an internationally acclaimed institutadrhigher learning. The
University is now poised for exploring new dimenmsoof institutional accomplishment, by renovatitg academic
system, reinforcing and augmenting its teachingeaech and residential facilities and pursuing aogurposes in a
coordinated manner, to keep pace with internatimtahdards in these areas and endow human resuwititehe
capabilities to serve the nation in the speciatextof the challenges and imperatives of globéiza

The Department of Economics became a truly fulilgled department in 1914, with the appointment abEg Stanley
Jevons (son of the marginalist, W.S. Jevons) adirgteProfessor of Economics and Head. A post-gasgl course was
also introduced the same year, so that the fleggliegpartment offered both, under-graduate and grasttate courses.
Prof. Jevons also founded the Indian Journal ofnBoucs, in the year 1916, the first economics jalver to be
published in India. This is the oldest existingrjeal of Economics and is regularly published. Inaaticle, published in
its first volume in 1916 and available even todayhe Department, Prof. Jevons wrote that his anadpurpose was
“teaching to think and to do, rather than of teaatpionly to know”.

This legacy of his was faithfully adhered to bylwtats like Professors C.D.Thompson, A.R.Burnetrdiuand
S.K.Rudra, Mr. B.P.Adarkar, and later by ProfessbksMehta, P.C.Jain, S.L.Parmar, Mahesh Chandnzardy others.
Faculty members such as Prof. H.S. Jevons, Prd@. Thompson, Prof. S.K. Rudra and Prof. J.K.Mehtgame
Presidents of the Indian Economic Association Canfees of 1922, 1934, 1946, and 1968 respectiF@ymer faculty
of the Department who became Presidents were Dv. Mathur (1967), Prof. Gautam Mathur (1978) andfPP.D.
Hajela (1980). Allahabad had the proud privilegdasting I.E.A. conferences in the years 1920, 18#91940.

The Department also has a Planning and Developrikmit, created through an endowment by the Planning
Commission, Government of India, with the renowrtselopment economist, Jean Dreze as the Honorbajr C
Professor. The UGC also selected the Departmergrudecial Assistance Programme (SAP) in 2004-G&%-0 level.

CENTRAL LIBRARY

Introduction:

The Central Library has started its journey on pla¢h of improvement. It was established to cater rtheds of the
students, research scholars, and teachers of theerdity. It not only helps in supporting the clas®m instructional
programmes of the university, but also unfolds ttegizon of knowledge with regard to the differemsearch
programmes carried out by the university.

The Central Library developed out of the librarytbhEé Muir Central College, Allahabad (establishad1B72, and
affiliated with the university from 1872 to 1922hen it was subsumed in the university upon begumpiticareer as a
teaching university). Foundation stone of the ursiitg library building was laid by Sir John Hewett 17" Jan.1910.
The University Library was started in 1916. In 1844 Dr.S.R. Ranganathan, Father of Library Scidndadia, was
invited to suggest ways and means of improvingdlittrary. He submitted the development plan in Mat&47, which
was published by the university in the same ydarcdntents covered wide range of areas: suchwadilmary building,
manpower, finance and other relevant items. A spp@cmmittee was constituted to review the librdeyelopment plan
submitted by Dr. Ranganathan. The committee pointgdhat the central library building construciadl913-16 was
inadequate. The most satisfactory thing would berézt a new building designed in accordance wiighnodern library
practice. It recommended the conversion of the Bagha Hall into a reading room for 500 under-gréemé250 on the
ground floor and 250 on the first floor. A portiofithe graduates reading room was to be dividedl pnivate cubicles
for the use by serious students or research schofdter some times it was felt that space in Darlga hall is
inadequate to store the reading materials and geohforary services.. The present library buildings constructed in
1973. The present library building is more spaciand has potential for further expansion. The dddaty building is
now occupied by the office of the Registrar, ad welAccounts and General section of the University

Dewey Decimal Classification Scheme (DDC) and Angimerican Cataloguing Rules®edition (AACR-2) are
followed for the purpose of classifying and catalog the documents. LIBSYS-4, Library Managementt\&are is
being used for creation of database.

Thidl wnitigate
unemployment and improve socio-economic conditibnreducated, unskilled landless poor farmers. Tégtinology
can also be used for remediation of heavy metald@ins from coal washery effluents as well as ithgistries

Dr. Lokendra Kumar presented some design and dperaf emerging next generation solar cells which different
from conventional Inorganic-Silicon Solar cells aadtopic of great interest for potentially low ccstlar energy
conversion into electrical energy and possibilify neany novel applications e.g. portable solar ¢edisd building
integrated solar cells etc. Here, the key messagle importance of understanding of basic matepabperties of
organic and hybrid materials and new designs toget low cost and efficient devices.

Dr. Awadh developed cheap biodegradable Sanitapkina which can easily fabricated using cheaplyilakte
materials locally i.e. banana fibres, pineappleeibetc. This will prevent 23% of girls drop out from School due to
menstruation cycle and 14% girls reported to hagastrual infection.
